Setting up the Connection 
 

1. Connect power meter to AC wall outlet.  

2. Connect UUT to power meter. 

3. Connect Ethernet cable from UUT to gigabit Ethernet switch . 

4. Connect Ethernet cable from Controller to gigabit Ethernet swi tch. 

5. Connect GPIB /Serial cable from power meter to controller.   

 

Note: ensure the correct drivers are installed for GPIB interface cable on the controller.
